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Concerning “Vessels Benefiting from Fixed Rebates Circulars”

Concerning “Vessels benefiting from Fixed
Rebates Circulars”, Suez Canal Authority
decided the following:

In case, a vessel’s “Agent” or “Principals”
submitted a rebate request (according to any
of the circulars by which a fixed rebate is
granted for a specific maritime route) before
sailing from the port of origin, and Suez Canal
Authority replied to the “Agent”
“Principals” with the rebate percentage set by
the rebate circular (which is required to be

or

applied) according to the ports mentioned in
the submitted rebate request.

Afterward, the vessel’s “Agent”
“Principals” submitted a new rebate request
for the same vessel’s voyage after the vessel’s
sailing from the port of origin mentioning a
new port of origin or port of destination not
mentioned before in the initial rebate request.

or

Where based on the new rebate request and
according to the rebate circular (which the
vessel’s voyage is eligible for), the vessel
should be granted a higher rebate percentage
than that previously granted to the same
voyage, the following shall be applied:
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In case the vessel is coming from the North:

The vessel shall be granted the proper
rebate percentage as per the rebate
circular (which the vessel’s voyage is
eligible for) according to the new ports as
long as the vessel did not enter the
“Mediterranean Sea” (i.e. did not pass
longitude 06 01 W)

In case the vessel is coming from the South:
The vessel shall be granted the proper
rebate percentage as per the rebate
circular (which the vessel’s voyage is
eligible for) according to the new ports as
long as the vessel did not enter the “Red
Sea” (i.e. did not pass latitude 12 28 N)
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
