\\ December 2024 — As part of their
ongoing successful collaborations, TAQA
Arabia and Somabay today inaugurated
Egypt's largest desalination plant powered
entirely by renewable energy. The first phase
of the plant has a capacity of 3,650 cubic
meters per day, ensuring a sustainable supply
of safe water to meet the resort's needs.
Additionally, the contract for the project's
second phase was signed, which will add
another 3,650 cubic meters per day of
production  capacity, with  completion
scheduled within six months.

The signing ceremony was attended by Mrs.

On the sidelines of the ceremony, the contract
for the second phase of the solar power plant
was signed, building on the success of the first
phase launched in 2022 with a production
capacity of 5 megawatts.

and 7,300 cubic meters of water per day,
marking a significant milestone in its
sustainability journey.
