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Frequently Asked Questions

1. Whatis "Chimera S&P Germany UCITS
ETF —

Share Class D — Income”?

a. The Chimera S&P Germany UCITS ETF —
Share Class D — Income, which will be listed
on the ADX, is an exchange-traded fund
that aims to track and replicate, before fees
and expenses, the performance of the S&P
Germany BMI Liquid 35/20 Capped Index.

b. The ETF is an income share class (Share
Class D- Income), and dividends received by
the Fund are intended to be distributed in
June / December when available.
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2. What does ‘UCITS’' mean?

UCITS stands for ‘undertakings for collective
investment in transferable securities.’

It is a regulatory framework set up by the
European Union (EU) to create a
harmonized regime for managing and
selling funds.

Key characteristics of UCITS are increased
diversification, liquidity, transparency, and
risk management.
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3. Why invest in "Chimera S&P Germany
UCITS ETF"?

Investing in the Chimera S&P Germany
UCITS ETF may appeal due to Germany's
stable legal environment, reliable
infrastructure, highly skilled workforce, and
world-class research and development.
Germany boasts the largest economy in
Europe and the third largest by nominal
GDP globally, supported by robust
industrial production, engineering, and
exports.

The German stock market has shown
remarkable stability, driven by a strong
manufacturing sector, innovative technology,
and significant corporate governance
reforms. Germany's leading position in

industries such as automobiles, machinery,
and
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chemical goods presents an attractive
opportunity to get exposure to those
leading industries presents growth
opportunities.

4. What are some of the constituents in
the index that the “"Chimera S&P
Germany UCITS ETF” will replicate?

Index constituents include Siemens, one
of the leading technology companies
focused on industry, infrastructure,
transport, and healthcare; Allianz, a major
global insurance company; Lufthansa, the
fourth-largest airline in the world by
revenue; Mercedes-Benz, one of the
most recognized luxury and commercial
vehicle automotive brand in the world; and
Bayer, one of the most well-known
pharmaceutical companies in the world.
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5. What is the investment objective for
“Chimera S&P Germany UCITS ETF —
Share Class D — Income”?

The ETF will seek to provide investment
returns, before fees and other costs, that

closely correspond to the performance of the

S&P Germany
BMI Liquid 35/20 Capped Index. The

dividends received by the fund are intended

to be distributed semi-annually when
available.
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6. What will the "Chimera S&P Germany
UCITS ETF — Share Class D — Income”

investment strategy be?

The Chimera S&P Germany UCITS ETF —
Share Class D — Income will passively
replicate the S&P

Germany BMI Liquid 35/20 Capped Index and
hold the stocks in the same percentages as in

the index.
This index includes the top 30 most liquid
companies that are listed in Germany.
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7. How much is the total expense
ratio of
“Chimera S&P Germany UCITS ETF"?

The ETF's total expense ratio is 1.00%. This
fee includes management fees and other

administrative and operating costs.
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8. What s the ETF's Net Asset Value?
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The administrator will calculate the fund's
Net Asset Value (NAV) daily. It is determined
by subtracting all liabilities from the total
market value of the assets, which is the
price at which these assets can be bought or
sold in the market. The NAV reflects daily
market fluctuations and includes accrued
income, expenses, and any dividend income

accruing to the fund.
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9. Whatis the ETF iNAV?

The ETF's Indicative Net Asset Value (INAV)
gives an updated or real-time measure of its
net asset value and is calculated intraday
during the ADX'’s trading session.
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10. Why is there an iNAV?

Investors use the iNAV to know the ETF's
intraday value as an indication while trading.
Units may be traded (purchased or sold) on
the Secondary Market by all investors in the
ADX, normally via the market brokers.
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11. Is the Fund Shariah compliant?
No.
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12. What is the Initial Offering Period
(I0P)?

The Initial Offering Period (IOP) is when
initial ETF unit subscriptions will commence.
This IOP will start on 16 September 2024 at
10:00 am (UAE

Time) and conclude on 20 September 2024 at
3:00 pm (UAE Time).

Please note that the difference between an
IOP and an IPO is that the investor’s
allocation of ETF units will most likely match
the number of shares stipulated in the

subscription application.
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13. What is the unit's price during the
initial offering period?

The offering price is set at AED 3.71 (inclusive
of issuance fees) and will reflect market
movement after the IOP has ended. In

addition, brokerage commissions may apply.
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14. How many units and what percentage
of total units will be offered?

The ETF is an open-ended fund. There is no
set limit to the number of units that can be
created.
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15. What is the expected listing date?

The ETF is expected to be listed on ADX on 26
September 2024.
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16. How can I invest in the ETF?

During the IOP you can invest through an
Authorized Participant (AP) or via the ADX
website. After listing, you can buy or sell
the ETF through an AP or your broker, who
can buy/sell it in the secondary market just
like they would any listed stock.
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17. What is an authorized participant (AP)
and what is their role?

An authorized participant (AP) is a
regulated broker entity that is registered
with the fund and can subscribe directly to
create or redeem ETF shares in the primary
market.
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18. Who are the authorized participants
(AP) registered with the fund?

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19. Do I need to have an Investor
Number (NIN) for trading?

Yes, the ETF will be bought and sold like any
other share listed on ADX.
