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The Azza Fahmy Foundation for the Development of Traditional Handicrafts has signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Urban Development Fund to allocate a new
building within the Darb al-Labana redevelopment project, located in the heart of Historic Cairo, as
the future headquarters for the "Azza Fahmy School of Crafts & Creativity".

The Azza Fahmy Foundation was founded in 2012 (Registration No. 1247) as a leading
organization in the developmental landscape in Egypt. The Foundation was founded by visionary
and internationally-acclaimed designer and cultural champion, Azza Fahmy. For over fifty-five
years, Azza Fahmy has been one of the most influential figures in the Arab world across design,
culture, and education. A journey that began with a passion for traditional crafts has grown into a
lifelong mission: to protect, share, and evolve Egypt’s and the region’s artisanal legacy. Her impact
and vision have become embedded with that of the Foundation; to equip a new generation of
artisans with the skills and knowledge to adapt traditional handicraft techniques to contemporary
industry needs.

The Foundation is preparing to establish a new cultural and creative institution, the "Azza Fahmy
School of Crafts & Creativity" in Darb al-Labana, in the heart of Historic Cairo. The new School
will house the Foundation’s expanding work, from artisan training, cultural and creative exchange
to public engagement amd community development, under one roof. This transition marks a shift
from varied initiatives to a centralized, high-impact cultural hub serving Egypt and the region. The
building spans four floors with a total area of 3,100 square meters housing a museum, archival
library, design and craft studios, community spaces, and galleries for cultural and creative events.

The Azza Fahmy School of Crafts & Creativity will be built through a shared vision, expertise, and
collaborative efforts from all who believe in the power of education, culture, and craft to create
lasting impact. The signing of this MoU marks the beginning of a new and significant chapter in the
Foundation’s journey: establishing a beacon for education, creativity, and cultural dialogue, while
positioning Egypt as a regional leader in craftsmanship, design, and cultural innovation.
